You will need to complete all of the following in whatever order you want.

1. Complete Volcano Foldable sketching the three types of volcanoes on the outer flap and describing the volcano on the inner flap.  Your sketch should show the layers and should be labeled (volcano type and layer composition). You will need to include the following in your description:  location of this type of volcano (plate boundary and where on the continents), composition (rock/lava layers & chemicals), name two examples of each type of volcano.

2. Using the internet, go to the follow addresses so view Mt. St. Helens VRML before and after the May 18, 1980.  Use the study button to turn the image around.  List differences and similarities of the two VRML images.

4. Work in groups of 3 or 4 and complete one of the following:
You are volcanologists studying Mt. Rainier.  It has recently become active and you must warn the local residents of the impending dangers.  Research the area and other volcanic eruptions and design a presentation to the local residents that will convince them of the dangers.  Remember this is their home and their livelihood and they have never felt they were in danger.  You may use powerpoint or posterboard as visuals for your oral presentation.

You are volcanologists studying Mt. Rainier.  Research the area and other volcanic eruptions and design a pamphlet to circulate to the local communities about the dangers and the extent of the possible damage.  Research the results of Mt. St. Helens, Mt. Pinatubo, and others.
