CITERA VRML Tools
This install of CITERA VRML Tools is for all Win98/2000/XP and depends on having the .NET Framework 1.1 installed on the host machine.  This is a package usually installed on newer machines by default using the Windows Update feature.  Since it is a big package of 23MB, this setup of VRML Tools does not include that framework setup file.
If the steps below complain, download and install the .NET Framework v1.1 from:

If this link fails for you, go to www.google.com and search for “dotnetfx.exe download”.  You should see links into Microsoft’s website for downloading “.NET Framework Version 1.1 Redistributable Package.”
Install CITERA VRML Tools:

1. Unzip/extract the attachment into a folder.

2. Run the setup.exe into the folder (Accept all default locations)

a. This installs the tools into “C:\Program Files\ISR\CITERA VRML Tools” and creates an entry in your “Start Menu->All Programs->CITERA”

b. This setup also creates a shortcut to the installation script “Install CITERA VMRL Tools” in the programs folder,  “Start Menu->All Programs->CITERA”, and on the desktop for easy access.

3. Click on the  “Install CITERA VMRL Tools” mentioned in Step 2b above, and you will get a command window to pop up with this menu
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4. Now install Cortona first, and then Textpad if you don’t have it already, and finally enter 3 to install the Registration files that enable syntax highlighting, VRML Indentation, and the VRML Viewer tools into Textpad.  

a. Be patient between steps and wait for the menu to reappear before progressing to the next menu choice.
b. IMPORTANT: For the registration choice (3) you will have to accept the dialog boxes that pop up and then click a key to continue 3 times in order to install the 3 registry keys necessary for the tools to work.  Pressing enter repeatedly is the easiest way to get through this step.
5. Finally, test out Textpad on a VRML “.wrl” file.  Once you have opened the file, verify that you:

a. See the VRML syntax highlighted

b. Have the tools, “Auto Indent vrml”, “Preview vrml”, “Custom Indenter”,  and “Color Picker” in Textpad’s Tools menu as shown
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c. Test out each tool to see what it does:

i. Auto Indent vrml (Ctrl+1):            
     Fixes all indentation in file to be nicely nested.  Uses tabs for indentation (Will help you find missing begin and end brackets if your code has errors)

ii. Preview vrml (Ctrl+2): 
     Open’s up a window that views your VRML file.  If you have errors it will let you know.

iii. Custom indenter (Ctrl+3): 
     Allows you to control the indentation by using spaces or tabs

iv. Color picker (Ctrl+4): 
     Choose a color -> Click OK -> Paste the (Red, Blue, Green) color values into your code

v. Note that you can execute each command by holding Ctrl and pressing the number of the tool to execute that tool on your file.
